Tree roots can be damaged by construction equipment.  So if you’re planning on putting in a pool,  
adding on to the house, or other construction on your property, be sure you consider the  

critical root radius if you want to keep your trees. 

 
There is a risk of failure when more than 
40% of the roots in the Critical Root  
Radius (CRR) are damaged or destroyed 
during construction activities. 
 
To determine the CCR of your tree, you 
will need to measure the DBH, or  
diameter of the tree at breast height,  
and then multiply the diameter by 1.5. 
 
Once you determine the CCR of your tree, 
you’ll want to install orange construction 
fencing to prevent any heavy equipment 
from wandering in the CCR region.   
 
If heavy equipment in unavoidable in this 
area, take as much precaution as you can, 
but be prepared to lose the tree.

Fertilizer Tips for Florida-Friendly Lawns and Gardens 
 

Last month we covered soil testing and selecting a lawn fertilizer, so this month we’ll continue the theme with 
some additional fertilizer tips that keep your plants healthy while also protecting Florida’s environment. 

 

[ŀǿƴǎΥ  If you are fertilizing your lawn this month, remember that the amount of fertilizer to ap-
ply at any one time depends on four things:  (1) the amount of total nitrogen in the bag, (2) the 
percentage of slow-release nitrogen in the bag, (3) the square footage of your lawn, (4) whether 
the turf is growing in shade (turf in shade will need less fertilizer). 
 

You can use the chart below to determine the amount of fertilizer to apply based on the percent 
nitrogen (1st number on the bag) and the square footage of your lawn (this should be measured, 
not guessed).  If applying a fertilizer product with at least 30% to 50% slow-release nitrogen, the 
amounts in the table can be doubled. 
 

[ŀƴŘǎŎŀǇŜǎΥ  For newly planted trees and 
shrubs, you may want to incorporate        
organic matter into the planting area but 
avoid adding it only to the planting hole. 
Fertilizer should be applied 4-6 weeks after 
planting to avoid burning roots. For annuals 
and perennials, add 2-4 inches of organic 
matter, such as compost, to the soil sur-
face.  Next sprinkle a controlled-release, 
general purpose fertilizer (such as 15-0-15) 
at the rate indicated on the label.          
Thoroughly mix it into the top 6 inches of 
soil, install your plants, and then add 
mulch, at least 2-3 inches after settling. The 
slow-release fertilizer may last the life of 
your annuals and should also be enough to 
get your perennials established, after which 
time perennials may require little to no fertilizer to remain healthy. 
 

±ŜƎŜǘŀōƭŜ DŀǊŘŜƴǎΥ  Soil testing really helps take the guess work out of fertilizing, but without the benefit of a soil 
test, gardens should be broadcast with fertilizer before planting and then side-dressed or banded with fertilizer at 
planting time, along the plant rows (2-3 inches to the side of, and 1-2 inches below, the seed level or plant row).  For 
10-10-10 fertilizer, broadcast 2 pounds (approx. 5 cups) per 100 sq. feet and band 4 oz. (1/2 cup) per 10 feet of row. 
Banding can be repeated 2-3 times as necessary during the life of the crop, at half the rate above. 
 

wŀƛƴ ŀƴŘ CŜǊǝƭƛȊŜǊ 5ƻƴΩǘ aƛȄΥ  Do we ever receive the exact amount of rain we need, when we need 
it?  Of course not!  That’s why you should never apply fertilizer before a rain.  1/4 inch of water is all 
that is needed to wash your fertilizer off the leaf blades or mulch and down to the root zone.  When 
we rely on rain water to do the job, we can easily end up wasting fertilizer and polluting ground water 
if more than 1/4 inch falls from the sky, or if we receive a heavy downpour resulting in runoff.   Use a 
rain or sprinkler gauge to track irrigation and you’ll apply just the right amount of water every time. 
 

tƻƴŘǎΣ [ŀƪŜǎΣ ŀƴŘ wƛǾŜǊǎΥ  Designate a “maintenance-free zone” of at least 10 feet around bodies of water.  Don’t 
mow, fertilize, or apply pesticides in that area, and enhance vegetation with additional plantings that will capture 
any fertilizers that move from your lawn or landscape when a hard rain occurs, before they can pollute the water.  If 
you don’t live on the waterfront, you can still protect it by staying 10 feet away from hard surfaces when applying 
fertilizer using a rotary spreader (one that throws fertilizer) or 3 feet away when using a drop spreader.

To help meet the demands of the local community, the Extension Service provides 
training for volunteers who assist in offering educational information and advice on 
garden-related topics.
